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The lectures are intended to introduce students to the analysis of literary works by familiarising them with the fundamental principles and basic critical terms used in textual interpretation. At the end of the term students have to sit for a written exam, a test. In the test students are expected to define terms and answer short questions based on the material of the lectures.
